• Provided Women, Infant and Children (WIC) services to 1,469 clients? 
• Served 796 Family Planning clients? 
• Conducted 2,546 hearing screenings and 4,617 vision screenings for elementary students? 
• Provided quality dental services to over 214 Gratiot and County Medicaid patients via the 

Community-Based Dental Clinic? 
• Screened hundreds of women for breast and cervical cancer? 
• Administered 1,720 immunizations? 
• Performed 279 food service inspections? 
• Inspected 19 child and adult facilities? 
• Made 27 sewage-related evaluations and issued 54 sewage disposal permits? 

 
Did you know that MMDHD provides medical advocacy and financial assistance for children with qualifying 
medical conditions? Were you aware that MMDHD manages the Mid-Michigan Health Plan, a locally 
organized system of care for uninsured adults? MMDHD also offers lead testing, radon test kits, investigates 
nuisance complaints, and so much more.
